Legend has it that back around 1962 Frank Brown and Bill ABi g Wi
without a motor, from San Marcos to Corpus Christi. They accomplished their mission in about 30 days and decided that

other people should have the opportunity to experience the same journey. So in 1963 they set up the first Texas Water

Safari.

The Safari is a long, tough nonstop, marathon canoe racing adventure, which traverses 260 miles of challenging rivers
and bays. Although the rate varies from year to year depending on water conditions, in previous Safaris as few as two
teams out of sixty starters managed to reach the finish line. Many participants enter the Safari with no intention of
winning, but with aspirations of joining the elite group of finishers and earning the coveted Texas Water Safari patch.

Entrants must have all provisions, equipment, and items of repair in their possession at the start of the race. Nothing may
be purchased by or delivered to a team during the race except water and/or ice. Each team must have a team captain (18
years old, or older) whose responsibility it is to follow the team by vehicle (car, truck, or bicycle) to keep track of their
location and condition and give them water and/or ice. During the Safari, teams may not receive any assistance of any
kind except verbal. Teams must be prepared to travel day and night, nonstop to be competitive, but teams who
occasionally stop for sleep have been able to reach mandatory checkpoint cutoff times and cross the finish line by the 100
hour deadline.

Starting Positions

Canoes will be lined up in the water in rows of six (6). The positions in each row are determined, first by the finish position

ofteamsint he Texas River Marathon (AKA, the fAPrelimd); second by date
is received; and third by the date each remaining teambés entry f
determine five of the six positions in each row. The sixth position in each row will be given to out of state teams (who do

not enter the prelim) until after all prelim slots are filled, then placed, as with other entries, in the order that their entry form

isreceived. Toholdast arting position earned in the Prelim race, the team
postmarked before May 10th, 2010. No starting position will be assigned until its entry form is complete with all

information, signatures and fees. Safari entrants are not required to enter the Prelim; however, the starting position of

non-prelim racers will be based on their dates of entries into the Safari after all the Prelim slots are filled. The Texas River

Marathon, (the Prelim) is from Cuero Hwy 236 to the Victoria City Park boat ramp and is scheduled for 9:00 a.m.

Saturday, May 1st, 2010.

Checkpoints

It is required that either the team captain or the team members themselves sign the team through all official checkpoints.
Team members must pass within visual and voice communication of each checkpoint. (See Rules #3 & #6) These
checkpoints will have a Check-In/Out sheet on the back of each checkpoint marker. Both arrival (Check-in) and departure
(Check-Out) times will be entered. The Check-Out entry is the one used for split-time calculations.

Any special instructions or updates in downstream conditions will be posted; therefore, captains should examine the
checkpoint markers for any updates before their team arrives at the checkpoint. While it is legal for a team captain to
meet his team at any bridge crossing or on any property where he has secured permission (except Ottine Dam), official
checkpoints will be at the following locations. The side of the river is given as you face downstream, i.e. river right or river
left. Position updates will be announced at the briefing or posted on a previous checkpoint marker.

Official Checkpoints

1. Staples Dam-(FM 1977 crossing) right side. A Safari official will record the time and position of each team at
this checkpoint, but team captains should sign the check sheet.

2. Luling Hwy 907 (roadside park, under bridge) left side.

3. Zedler Mill-Luling Dam i left side.

4. Palmetto State Park i (old low water crossing) right side.

5. Gonzales Hwy 1837 (gravel bar under bridge)right side.

6. Hochheim Hwy 1837 bridge - right side.

7. Cuero Hwy 766 1 (under bridge) right side.

8. Cuero 2361 (under bridge) left side.

9. Victoria City Park i (public boat ramp) left side.

10. Old Swinging Bridge -(private property at the end of canal road, near the Invista plant south of Victoria) left side.

11. Saltwater Barrier i right side.

Entrants not
finishing before 1:00 p.m. Wednesday, June 16, 2010 are disqualified.

Overall: Plaques will be awarded to the first fifteen (15) teams (one trophy per team member) reaching the finish line in
the least elapsed time, regardless of the type of craft used. There is no limitation as to the type or size of craft, except that
only human muscle-powered propulsion can be used and is limited to a maximum of six persons.

Rules

1. All team members (entrants) and team captains will enter this race at their own risk and the Texas Water Safari
Corporation and its judges, officials, and sponsors will not be liable for accidents to personnel or damage to any
property or equipment.

2. The minimum age to race any team event sponsored by the Texas Water Safari Corporation is 13 years
of age. You must race with an adult in the boat and an adult mu st remain in the boat for the duration of
the race. A parent or legal guardian must be present to sign a waiver of liability for all minors.

The minimum _age for any solo classification sponsored by the Texas Water Safari Corporation is 18
years.

This rule applies to anyone wishing to race in any of the following races:
The Texas River Marathon
The Swingind Bridge to Seadrift Canoe Marathon
The Texas Water Safari
The Jr. Texas Water Safari

3. Each team that enters the Texas Water Safari must have a team captain. The team captain must be at least 18
years old. The team captain must make contact with his/her team at each checkpoint or notify the race officials
why this required contact was not accomplished. The team can be disqualified if its team captain fails to make
this contact, fails to enter it on each Check I n/ Out sheet,
(between which consecutive checkpoints).
Only human muscle powered propulsion of boats will be permitted.
All members of a team must travel together in the same boat/canoe and under the same regulation. Should a
team member be forced to, or elect to, drop out of the Safari for any reason, the team member may not reenter
or be replaced. Relays in any form are prohibited.
6. The team captain must report to the Race Chairman or Head Judge as soon as his/her team, or a team
member, drops out of the race and sign them fAOuto at the prop

S



7. All provisions, equipment, and items of repair must be in the possession of each team and listed on the check-in
sheet at the beginning of the Safari. Nothing may be purchased by or delivered to an individual or team during
the entire Safari except under Rule #8.

8.  Only the team captain can give his team fresh water during the race. He can give them only containers of water
and/or ice. Items used to help the team captain make this exchange may not be left in the boat (this is to
prevent littering or any other use of bags or other containers). Water with a temperature above that of ambient
air (artificially heated water) is prohibited. The team captain may convey water to his team in any manner
except by boat or canoe. At no time shall a team have more

9. Teams shall not receive help or assistance of any kind (except verbal) during the Safari.

10. Entrants shall have their designated boat number affixed to both sides of the bow of their boat. This boat
number shall be at halldawmmposkdof up to fobrdiallicmimerals withost leading zeros.
Entrants will be given the number of their choice provided it is not already taken. Applicants requesting a
previously allocated number will be required to make another selection. It is the responsibility of the entrant to
provide their own boat numbers.

11. Canoes must have adequate flotation to float the canoe and gear and a white light for night travel.

12. Each team is required to have a first aid kit, a snakebite kit and an efficient signaling device (whistle).

13. Each entrant must have in his or her possession a properly sized, Coast Guard approved, life preserver (pfd)
and must wear it crossing the bay (INFLATABLES MUST BE INFLATED). Racers who have lost pfd(s) may
be given a replacement at the last checkpoint, but will be assessed a penalty of at least 15 minutes for
each pfd replaced. Racers found in the bay without a pfd for each person in the boat may be
DISQUALIFIED. Racers found in the bay not wearing a lifejacket will be assessed a pe nalty of at least 1
hour for each violation.

14. Teams are required to carry three (3) Coast Guard approved red aerial flares with a current expiration date.
These flares must satisfy all Coast Guard day and night signal requirements. Solo paddlers must attach said
flares to their person (e.g. to a belt or life jacket) while crossing the San Antonio Bay. These flares are to be
used to signal for aid only in life threatening situations. Use of the flares for any other purpose shall be grounds
for disqualification.

15. Use of two-way communication devices is illegal, however they may be carried in the boat to signal for aid in life
threatening situations. They must be in a sealed bag (not a re-sealable bag). Use of these devices may be
grounds for disqualification pending a decision by race officials.

16. Entrants will be subject to spot checks at any time by judges or officials whose decisions will be final.

17. Teams must negotiate over, around, under or through all obstacles from the originating point in San Marcos

along the entire |l ength of the rivers and bays to the finish
have a flow of river water through it. (See AEXCEPTI ONS T
COURSEO) . Overl and p o exceptgvbese necessary foolog jamd, damsy er hridges. Teams

are required to exit the river immediately above each obstacle and return to the water immediately after clearing
the obstacle. Use of Ottine Dam by support personnel is strictly prohibited.

18. The coastal portion of the race shall be that part of Guadalupe and San Antonio Bays from the mouth of the
Guadalupe River to the finish line in Seadrift, Texas. Lifejackets must be worn crossing the bay (inflatables must
be inflated). In case of stormy weather or high wind, teams should follow the shoreline to Seadrift after crossing
to the east side of Guadalupe Bay. Contestants may row, paddle, walk, swim, carry, or drag the boat from the
east side of Guadalupe Bay to the finish line. They may not enter the Victoria barge canal and, if they choose
to carry, they must follow the shoreline (i.e. no shortcuts).

19. I ntentional interference with another teambs progress will b e
20. Pace boats or canoes (i.e. crafts that are paddled or powered that follow or lead Safari entrants for the purpose
of Akeeping a team upo or conveying water) are illegal

21. Deliberate littering of the river is grounds for disqualification. Teams should keep their trash in their canoe and
hand it over to persons on the bank.

22. In formulating the rules that govern this event, every effort has been made to foresee all situations and
problems that might arise; however, officials of the Texas Water Safari Corporation retain the right to change or
amend these rules at any time without liability or recourse from any party regardless of the circumstances.
Should such changes or amendments be made, all entrants will receive notification of same.

Team Captain Rules and Information

The primary responsibilities of a team captain are to know the location and condition of the team, to supply his/her team

with fresh water and/or ice, and to sign them in and out each checkpoint. The team captain is responsible for assessing

the condition (physical and mental) of a team and advising the team when they should stop and rest for reasons of safety,

or perhaps, even discontinue the race. It is the team captainbds
whereabouts of the team is in serious doubt. ItisthentheHead Judgedés deci sion when, or if to ini
Rules #3 & #6 and AlF A TEAMéOUTO.

It is very important for team captains to remember that the only direct assistance (other than verbal
instruction and/or encouragement) that they may give their team is to provide them with water and
ice. The team captain is the only person that may give his/her team water, and  only a team captain
may touch or reach in the boat and remove empty water containers and replace them with full, non -
edible contain ers. Be sure to empty any leftover juice, koolade, etc which your team may have mixed in the container
so that if a spot check is done, you are not accused of handing your team something other than water. Only the team



captain may grab, touch, or hold the boat during the exchange of water containers or the removal of trash. The team
captain may use lights on the bank to facilitate this exchange of water containers.

Rule #7 states that Aal l provisions, e g u i giomefreaich teaannad thei t e ms o f re
beginning of the Safarioéin other words, the team is not per mitt
sleeping accommodation. Furthermore, you may not offer any food, tools, or equipment to your team. A thorough

knowledge of the rules is essential to avoid the risk of disqualification.

Rule #20 prohibits deliberate littering of the river. Therefore, you should be equipped with a trash bag to collect your
teambs trash.

Team captains are reminded that one of the most dangerous obstacles to racers are at dams. It is advisable, at the

contact point immediately above a dam, for team captains to remind their teams to expect an encounter with a dam before

their next contact point. The following public access points are immediately (this could mean 20 miles) above dams:
Thompsonds | sland above Cummings Dam; Wes tDamsflLulied Hivy ®0abovwesi ng above
Luling Dam; Luling Hwy 80 above Ottine Dam; Cuero Hwy 766 above Cuero Dam. There are several low water crossings

above Luling that are hazardous at high water levels. Teams should be reminded to exercise caution at all dams, low

water crossings, and any other obstacle during the entire Safari.

A team captain may have to be replaced by a substitute at some point during the race. If a substitution is planned, the
race judges should be notified in advance. If something develops during the race, ONE substitution is permissible, but a
race official must be notified at the earliest opportunity. The substitute will complete the race as team captain. At no time
shall a team have more than one designated team captain.

Please do nottr es pas s . Ask a Il andownerds permission before you enter
courteous to the local people and help clear bridges for traffic.

If a Team Drops Out of the Race

The team captain will sign his or her team out at the checkpoint where the team stopped, or if between checkpoints, at the

next downstream checkpoint. If, due to an emergency, you cannot get to the next downstream checkpoint, the team

captain should contact a race judge via the ham radio operator, or a TWS Judge in Seadrift 361-785-5500. Give him your

teambébs boat number, name of team members, where they dropped out
prevents wasted energies and/or a needless search for a fAlost tea

Emergency Number Dial 911

The emergency number 911 is operative in all areas from San Marcos to Seadrift. The dispatcher handles calls to both
law enforcement officers and EMS personnel.

If you cannot locate a race official, call one at Seadrift (361) 785-5500.

Course Description

One of the most dangerous obstacles encountered during the race are dams. Normally the currents above dams are not
very swift, but the currents below dams can be very dangerous. Teams should not re-enter the water too close to the
downstream side of a dam due to strong currents that can carry canoeists and canoes back to the dam. Caution should
be exercised at all obstacles, especially dams, during the entire Safari.

The first part of the Safari is on the San Marcos River, which ranges in width from 20 to 50 feet. Generally, this is the
portion of the race where entrants encounter the most difficulty. Most of the canoes that are destroyed on the Safari meet
destruction on the San Marcos River. Traditionally, the section of the San Marcos River between Palmetto State Park and
the Hwy 90A bridge is infested with logjams, which vary in number from five to thirty depending on river conditions.
Extreme caution should be exercised in watching for water moccasins while portaging log jam.

Entrants should be prepared to portage log jams and other obstacles at night. Each team should carry several battery-
operated lights for night travel. Possibly the most dangerous obstacle on the Safari is Ottine Dam, which is approximately
two miles upstream of Palmetto State Park. Ottine Dam is situated in terrain where the river is crooked and has very high
steep banks. In normal or high river conditions there may be little or no warning of Ottine Dam except a twelve foot
vertical drop in river lever, similar to a waterfall. Portage Ottine Dam on the left bank.

Downstream from the Highway 90A bridge, the San Marcos River converges with the Guadalupe River, which ranges in
width from 50 to 200 feet. The two largest dams encountered on the Safari are located on the Guadalupe River. The
Gonzales Dam is located approximately two miles upstream from the Highway 183 bridge near Gonzales and the Cuero
Dam is located three miles downstream from the Highway 766 bridge near Cuero. Caution should be exercised when re-
entering the river below these dams. The currents below these dams are extremely treacherous and teams should
portage a safe distance below the dams before putting back in the river.



Approximately two miles south of Victoria, downstream from the Highway 59 bridge, there is a fork in the river. The
Guadalupe River goes to the right but a very tempting slough or bayou leaves the main river channel at about the 10

I'n | ow r i ver us bubidhighiwater sonditidng many camoeistss at t hi s
have been deceived. Be sure to stay in the river at this point.

There are several logjams that normally form approximately ten miles downstream of the Dupont Plant/Swinging Bridge.

If the river is clear, the overwhelming consensus of racers is to stay in the main stream. If the jams form and the shortcuts

are open around the right side of those jams, these cuts wi |

a flow of river water through it. It is not required that there be enough water to paddle completely through the cut, but
there must be flow.

If the South Fork is open the consensus is that it is faster, but racers should run this stretch of the river and cross the bay

before the Safari if at all possible to determine if the

Entrants should be prepared for bay conditions, which vary from, smooth as glass to rough water with three to five foot
waves. It is advisable to have a spray cover, which can be used to completely enclose the canoe.

The route across the bay wildl vary according to whebah
contestants will see the Union Carbide Seadrift Plant approximately 5 miles ahead across Mission Lake. You should head

generally toward the plant for about %2 mile until you clear several points on Kamey Island (right bank) then head generally

southeast down Guadalupe Bay toward Seadrift. There are approximately eight miles of bay from the mouth of the river

to the flagpole at Seadrift.

If the South Fork is used, upon entering the bay contestants should turn slightly to their right and head for the distant point
on the left side of the bay, round that point and then work their way to the flagpole at Bayfront Park in Seadrift. In the
event of high seas, contestants may wish to cross to the left shore immediately upon entering the bay. Entering the bay at
night, contestants should head slightly to the right of the lights of Seadrift, which should put them on a course to hit the
point on the left side of the bay.

All contestants are urged to run the bay section once to familiarize them with it.
SPECIAL NOTE:
At PALMETTO STATE PARK everyone, even team captains and race officials, must purchase an entrance permit.

Future Access Depends on You

For the race, Safari participants have been granted special access or privileges to some private properties (Aquarena
Springs, Staples Dam, and the Dupont Boat Ramp) and some public properties (the Luling and Victoria City Parks and
Palmetto State Park). All participants and spectators are urged to treat landowners and property with respect. Please
keep noise to a minimum and leave property in as good as or better condition than you found it. The reputation of the
Safari depends on the conduct of all participants: racers, support crews, officials, friends, relatives, and fans.

We Need More Volunteers

The race participation has grown steadily for the past several years. In 1996 the number jumped from 50 boats to 68
boats, in 1999 to 79 starters and in 2001 to 113 starters. The list of officials that can stay on the river past Sunday night is
very short. If you would be interested in helping out, please contact us and we will send you a brief outline of
responsibilities, etc.

For those who have never served as a race official or who want to brush up on their understanding of the rules,
attendance at the Safari Seminar on February 6th is recommended. Judges need to attend the check in orientation on the
Friday before the race and the orientation for officials that is usually scheduled for late Friday afternoon or early Saturday
morning.

Safari Seminar
Are you interested in entering the 2010 Texas Water Safari, but feel that you need a few tips on how to go about it?
Attend the Texas Water Safari seminar for a free day of training, demonstrations, and advice to help you enjoy a
successful race. Conducted by Texas Water Safari veterans, the morning session will focus on TWS rules, canoe racing
in general, and the course. Strokes, maneuvering, training, boat rigging, etc. will be the focus in the afternoon for the
paddlers, and a separate afternoon session will be held for team captains and officials. All participants are encouraged to
attend both morning and afternoon sessions.
